The Riverhounds are the reigning USL Championship winners
after claiming the club’s first league title in 2025. The team

is now in its 27th season of competition, having first taken
the field in 1999, making it the second-oldest club in the
Championship.

® The Hounds were the first team to win the USL Championship
without conceding a single goal throughout the playoffs.

e This is the 48th meeting between the Hounds and Battery
across all competitions, which makes Charleston the Hounds'
most frequently played opponent. That surpasses the 47
meetings with the now-defunct Rochester Rhinos (USL) /
Rochester NY FC (MLSNP) club.

e Albert Dikwa leads the Hounds with six goals in his first season
back with the club after two seasons playing for Rhode Island
FC. With his appearance May 15 in the Hounds’ USL Cup
match at Charlotte Independence, Dikwa also became the
20th player to reach 100 appearances for the Hounds across
all competitions.

e Charles Ahl scored the Hounds' second goal Saturday against
Miami FC, giving the Florida-raised second-year pro three
goals in three matches against Miami.

® Perrin Barnes earned a bench spot on the USL Championship
Team of the Week this week after the defender picked up an
assist on Dikwa's opening goal against Miami.

e Trevor Amann has has four goals in his first year with the
Hounds, including his first Championship goal of 2026 in the
win at Louisville. Amann has scored in all three competitions
this season — league, Open Cup and USL Cup.

e Danny Griffin became only the second Hounds player to make
200 appearances for the club April 15 when he started against
Red Bull New York in the U.S. Open Cup. The midfielder, in
his third year wearing the captain’s armband, missed only the
third league match of his seven-year career on May 9 against
Louisville, but he returned to the lineup last week vs. Miami.

¢ Jorge Garcia notched his first goal of the season when he
came off the bench to score the tying goal in the USL Cup
match at Charlotte on May 15. All three of the second-year
pro’s goals have come in road matches.

e After falling in the shootout after their USL Cup draw against
Charlotte, the Hounds are now 5-6 all-time in penalty kick
shootouts. Breaking that down further, the team is 4-2 all-
time in playoff shootouts — including a 3-0 mark in the 2025
playoffs — but just 1-4 in cup competitions.

HEAD COACH ROB VINCENT

Announced as the club’s 11th head coach in its history on Dec. 19, 2025, Rob Vincent is beginning his first full season as head coach of
Pittsburgh Riverhounds SC.

Late in the 2025 season, Vincent was named the team’s acting head coach, and the Hounds put together a historic run to close the season.
The team went unbeaten in seven matches with Vincent in charge, going 3-0-4 overall, and advanced throughout the USL Championship
Playoffs — three times prevailing on penalty kicks — to win the club’s first league title. With the victory on penalties over FC Tulsa in the
Final, Vincent became the youngest head coach to win a league title at 35 years old.

Prior to assuming the head coaching role, Vincent spent two seasons on the Riverhounds staff under head coach Bob Lilley, a six-time
Coach of the Year and the club’s all-time leader in matches coached and wins. He made the leap to the First Team and Lilley’s staff before
the start of the 2024 season, which came after six seasons leading Riverhounds Academy teams competing in the Elite Clubs National
League.

Vincent's career began as a youth player with Everton, Crewe Alexandra and Stockport County in England, befor he came to the United
States to play college soccer at the University of Charleston (W.Va.) from 2009-12. He starred for the Golden Eagles and was three times

Adam Mitchell joins the Riverhounds staff this year
after more than a decade of coaching experience at
the college level, including the past seven years with
nearby Duquesne University as an assistant under
head coach Chase Brooks.

During his time at Duquesne, the Dukes advanced

to the Atlantic 10 Tournament Final in 2021, hosted
A-10 Tournament matches for the first time in 2022
and spent eight weeks ranked in the Division | national
rankings, ending an 18-year drought without a Top 25
appearance for the Dukes.

In that same time span at Duquesne, the team
produced a total of 13 all-conference selections; the
2023 A-10 Midfielder of the Year, Ask Ekeland; and the
first First Round MLS SuperDraft pick in school history,
Jayden Da.

First coming to the U.S. as a college player, Mitchell
began at Ashland University before moving to Notre
Dame College (Ohio), where he helped the Falcons
reach two NCAA Division Il Tournaments and earned
Third Team All-America honors.

Jon Busch is in his fourth season as the goalkeepers
coach for Riverhounds SC. He was previously the
goalkeeping coach for Scottish Premiership side
Hibernian, and before that, with Indy Eleven in the
NASL and USL Championship.
